We learned yesterday that the קְטֹרֶת (incense) 

shovel the ִגָּדוֹל פּוּר used on כֹּהֵן ִכּ   was different יוֹם

from the one he used the rest of the year. The א רָּ  גְמָּ

explains the reasons for the differences. 

During the year, the shovel was 

made of silver and not gold because 

the Torah has pity for the money of 

the Jewish people. Gold would 

wear out quicker than silver if it 

was used every day to hold scalding 

coals! 

On פּוּר ִגָּדוֹל the ,יוֹםִכּ   would not כֹּהֵן

pour the ashes from one shovel into 

another. This is because he was so 

busy on פּוּר  we don't want to ,יוֹםִכּ 

give him extra work. Also, in order 

to make things easier for the ִ כֹּהֵן

דוֹל פּוּר the ,גָּ  shovel had a long יוֹםִכּ 

handle so that he could support it 

under his armpit.  

According to ן ִהַסְּגָּ  there was ,בֶן

another difference with the פּוּר  יוֹםִכּ 

shovel: It had a ring attached to it 

that would ring when the ִגָּדוֹל  כֹּהֵן

would enter the ל  .(Sanctuary) הֵיכָּ

This would fulfill the Torah's requ-  

irement for bells to be heard when the דוֹל ִגָּ  כֹּהֵן

enters the holy place (see ִכח:לה  Exodus ,שמות

28:35).

"I never thought of that," said Isaac. 
"Thanks, Dad for reminding me. If we 
can go easy on the דוֹל  ,יוֹם כִּפּוּר for כֹּהֵן גָּ
I can certainly go easy on my own 
mother for my bar mitzvah!"

We see in the Torah that קְטֹרֶת can bring 

forgiveness for ע רָּ  When the Israelites .לָּשׁוֹן הָּ

were in the desert, מֹשֶׁה and אַהֲרֹן's cousin, קֹרַח 

began to spread rumors about his righteous 

cousins. His goal was to become the דוֹל  of כֹּהֵן גָּ

the Jewish people instead of אַהֲרֹן. 

חקֹרַ  ,had a plan: The following morning מֹשֶׁה  

and his followers would burn קְטֹרֶת and so 

would אַהֲרֹן. Whoever Hashem wants to be the 

true כֹּהֵן גָּדוֹל would survive and the other person 

would die.
